A requirement of ATA is the pre-requisites for each  
grade of technician to pass an assessment.  
 
To be eligible to take the assessment, a panel or/and paint technician 
must:  
  
 * have a minimum level of industry experience in an appropriate 
role i.e. for paint technicians 2 years and for senior paint technicians 
5 years or;  
  
 * hold the lower level ATA and have a minimum of two years 
post accreditation experience in an appropriate role or;  
  
 * hold a relevant NQF qualification at the same level and have a 
minimum of two years post qualification experience in an appropriate 
role.  
 

 

A universal standard of competence  
 
ATA is based on National Occupational Standards 
to ensure that it meets the skills requirements of the 
retail motor industry. 
To achieve accreditation, technicians must pass a 
series of practical assessments and an online 
knowledge test at an ATA Approved Assessment 
Centre. For light vehicle technicians there are three 
competency levels: 
 
To be eligible for ATA assessment Technicians must 
possess a minimum level of industry experience.  
 

In an appropriate role as follows: 
 
Service Maintenance Technician    
 2 Years 
Diagnostic Technician 
 3 Years 
Master Technician 
 5 Years
