NATION MINIMUM WAGE RATE FROM 

OCTOBER 2010 
 
£5.93 an hour for works aged 21 and over. 
£4.92 an hour for works aged 18 to 20. 
£3.64 an hour for works aged 16 to 17. 
An exemption exists for 16 – 19 year old apprentices 
on SFA funded programmes. These can be paid a 
minimum of £2.50 an hour so long as they are 
allowed time to follow their training programme.

ATA  
 

The ATA Accreditation Scheme is quite busy now 
with the demand for Diagnostic Technician being 
the popular choice. This is because VOSA have now 
accepted the Diagnostic Technician Award as an 
entrance qualification on to the VOSA Mot Testers 
Course.  
 
As from 4th July 2010 is has been a legal 
requirement that anybody working on Mobile Air 
Conditioning Systems (system fitted in motor 
vehicles) must have a Air Conditioning Refrigerant 
Handlers Qualification.
